· Paddy and Shrimp culture project in Pokkali & Kaipad land in kerala

i. Revised proposal at a total cost of Rs.305.70 crores was submitted by State Government for development of 4000ha paddy and fish culture in Pokkali & Kaipad land within 3 years(2017-18 to 2019-20). The proposal after its detailed examination as per the revised funding and subsidy under the CSS-Blue Revolution: Integrated Development & Management of Fisheries has been worked out to consider at a total cost of Rs.296.00 crores involving central share of Rs.71.04 crores, state share of Rs.47.36 crores and balance of Rs.117.60 crores of beneficiary contribution.
ii.  Further due to limited budget availability under Blue Revolution Scheme during the current financial year, it has been decided to consider during the current financial year(2018-19).
