Scopes & Opportunities

· Punjab is a Land Locked State in the country having Inland underground Saline water for culture of white shrimp Letopeneus vannamei and in recent year Government of Punjab has taken initiative for culturing white shrimp. There is still scope to expand the area for L. vannamei culture.
· Department will establish 6 Units of Recirculatory Aquaculture System (RAS) in Punjab with a cost of 50 Lakh each and Department will provide 50% subsidy on each unit. It will produce 40 ton fish per acre. It will increase fish production and fish productivity in the State and it will double the income of the Fish Farmers.

· Department can bring more saline affected waste land under white shrimp culture in coming years to enhance the fish production in the state.
· Integrated hatchery developed by Government of Punjab under Blue Revolution Scheme will help for production of quality fish seed and the Government of Punjab may focus development of required hatchery to meet the seed requirement demand.
